Sabbatical Leave Proposal

A. State the basic purpose of your sabbatical leave.

The primary purpose of the proposed leave is to secure a book contract and make substantial
progress toward completing the book manuscript. The proposed manuscript, tentatively titled No
Place at the Table: 100 Years of Food Advertising in Women's Magazines, will be co-authored

-, Associate Professor of Counseling and Human Resource Development at
South Dakota State University. g and I have submitted our proposal to Allison
Webster, Acquisitions Editor at The University Press of Kentucky (UPK). Based on our
proposal and the writing samples she subsequently requested, Ms. Webster has expressed a
strong interest in our proposal (please see attached e-mails). In order to secure a book contract
with UPK, we will need to complete an introduction and two sample chapters. Therefore, the
first semester of my sabbatical leave will be devoted to writing and submitting these chapters. If
a book contract is forthcoming, the remainder of my sabbatical will be devoted to making as
much progress on the book manuscript as possible.

If UPK does not offer a book contract, the remainder of the sabbatical leave will be spent trying
to secure a contract with another publisher and, in the meantime, writing journal articles for
publication. I anticipate being able to write several journal article manuscripts, all based on
research data I have collected during the past year or will collect during the current academic
year. These data are related to (a) a national survey of women administrators in higher
education; (b) the assessment of the Learning Communities program at Minnesota State
University, Mankato; and (c) a study of the college aspirations of elementary and middle school
children.

Finally, in addition to whatever writing projects I complete (whether a book manuscript or
journal article manuscripts), I will develop and make plans for implementing a new masters
degree program in the Counseling and Student Personnel Department. The new degree
program--a Master's of Science in College Student Affairs Administration-- will be an
interdisciplinary program combining courses in CSP, Business, Educational Leadership, and
Educational Foundations. While the program will primarily include existing courses at MSU, it
will also require several new courses in the CSP department. A portion of the proposed
sabbatical leave will be devoted to developing these courses.
