ABOUT THE UNIVERSITY STUDENT CONDUCT BOARD

The University Student Conduct Board upholds Minnesota State University, Mankato’s Statement of Student Responsibilities.  The Statement of Student Responsibilities was developed by members of the University community to maintain a positive and affirming education environment.  In order to foster responsible citizenship, the Statement of Student Responsibilities attempts to:

1)   provide an educational statement through which students can understand their responsibility for supporting the well-being of all 
      members of the University community;

2)   provide a structure by which students may be held accountable for violations of the Statement of Student Responsibilities;

3)   ensure the protection of students’ “due process rights” while participating in the University conduct system; and 

4)   support student adjustment and success.

The University Student Conduct Board is designated by the President of Minnesota State University to hear formally contested complaints relating to alleged violations of the Statement of Student responsibilities likely to result in suspension or expulsion.  The Board consists of representatives nominated by the Faculty Association/Inter-Faculty Organization (IFO), Minnesota State Student Association (MSSA), and the Minnesota State University Association of Administrative and Service Faculty (MSUAASF).  The Board consists of approximately 33 members (18 faculty, 12 students, and 3 administrative/service faculty).  Cases are adjudicated by hearing panels consisting of no less than four members for a quorum, including the student Chairperson.

STUDENT ELIGIBILITY TO SERVE ON THE UNIVERSITY STUDENT CONDUCT BOARD

For eligibility, students must be currently enrolled at Minnesota State University, Mankato and have a cumulative GPA of 2.3 or higher.  Students who have received a disciplinary sanction of University probation must wait one year after their probation ends before being considered for appointment.  If a student appointed to the University Student Conduct Board is found responsible for a violation of the Statement of Student Responsibilities during the period of appointment, the student will lose eligibility to serve for one year after probation ends.  Students who have received a sanction of University disciplinary suspension are not eligible to serve.  Students seeking re-appointment must demonstrate previous commitment to serving on the University Student Conduct Board as evidenced by regular attendance at training sessions and willingness to serve when requested.  

TIME COMMITMENT

Members of the University Student Conduct Board must complete Orientation and participate on hearing panels 2-3 times a year.  

CO-CHAIRS OF THE UNIVERSITY STUDENT CONDUCT BOARD

Co-Chairs of the University Student Conduct Board are students nominated by the MSSA President and appointed by the University President.  Co-Chairs rotate the responsibility of facilitating University Student Conduct Board hearings.  Co-Chairs are responsible for knowing adjudication procedures, protecting due process rights and maintaining peaceful decorum.  Co-Chairs are non-voting members except in the case of a tie vote.  Co-Chairs must meet the criteria and expectations for membership on the University Student Conduct Board.  

APPLICATION PROCESS:

1.   Students must obtain the MSSA Application for the University Student Conduct Board.

2.   Students must complete the application form and return completed forms to:  Mary Dowd, Director of Student Conduct,
      228 Wigley Administration Center, Minnesota State University, Mankato, MN 56001.
3.   Application forms will be reviewed for GPA and conduct eligibility.  The President and Vice President of MSSA will be notified  
      of all applicants who are eligible to serve.

4.   The President and Vice President of MSSA will review the applications of eligible students.  The names of students nominated to 
      serve on the University Student Conduct Board will be provided to the Director of Student Conduct no later than early Fall term.                
      The Director will forward the names to the President of Minnesota State University, Mankato for review and official appointment.
