City of Mankato Bike Safety Rules
1. Bicyclists may ride on all Minnesota roads, except where restricted.  Bicyclists are not required to ride on shoulders or sidewalks and in fact are discouraged from doing so. 
1. Bicyclists should ride on the road, and must ride in the same direction as traffic and shall ride as close as practicable to the right-hand curb or edge of roadway. 
1. Motorist must at all times maintain a three-foot clearance when passing a bicyclist. 
1. Bicyclists have all the rights and duties that are applicable to motor vehicles.  Bicyclists are required to obey all traffic laws pertaining to motor vehicles including all traffic control signs and signals.   
1. Motorists and bicyclists must yield the right-of-way to each other.  A leading cause of bicycle-motor vehicle collisions is the failure of motorist to yield the right-of-way to a bicyclist, whether at an intersection or along a roadway.  In either case, motorist must yield the right-of-way to bicyclists just as if the bicycle were another motor vehicle.  The same rule applies to the bicyclist. 
1. Bicyclists must signal their turns and should ride in a predictable manner. 
1. Lights and reflectors are required at night. A bicycle or its operator is equipped with a lamp which emits a white light visible from a distance of at least 500 feet to the front and a red reflector to the rear. 
1. Bicyclists should always wear helmets.  Wearing a bike helmet during a crash can reduce the chances of brain injury by 88%. 
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
