Elementary Division - Display
The exhibit is a visual display representing the approach and results of the student's research and experimentation. Elementary division science projects should be designed to fit a 75-90 cm. (30-36 inch) card table, which is the amount allowed per project at the regional fair. All students must bring a table to place their exhibit. A card table (with rubber stoppers on the legs) is recommended for portability purposes. Students are also required to bring their own 8' grounded, electrical extension cord if their project requires electricity. Students will need to request the use of electricity on their regional registration form.

Students should not be bringing any glass apparatus on fair day. Photos are encouraged vs. bringing live plants.
Some exhibitors decide to build a sturdy display that will not fall apart before it is placed up. Do not construct your display using only poster board and tape. It will not stand up straight more than a few hours. It is okay for adults to help in the construction of the display board. There are also display boards that can be purchased at a reasonable cost from area craft stores.
