BOARD OF DIRECTORS - MINUTES

APRIL 17, 2009

The traditional champagne toast was toasted, and the meeting was called to order at 8:45am by Chair Jeff Koep. 

Minutes:
The minutes from the October 16 – 18, 2008 Board meetings in San Francisco and Sonoma County were approved as distributed. 
Reports: 

Chair:  Chair Koep reported that all is going well with the new partnership with the Shaw Festival.  Shaw Festival Artistic Director will be in Washington, D.C. to judge the NAPAT Classical Acting Award along with Partners Katie Robinson and John Tammi.  Maxwell has also been invited to judge the Irene Ryan candidates.


Koep also announced that NAPAT’s new affiliation with ATHE is now official and we will have a panel at the ATHE Conference in New York in August.

Koep reviewed the NAPAT/KCACTF Reception needs with reception chairs Joyce Cavarozzi and Katie Robinson.


Treasurer:  Donn Finn distributed a Treasurer’s Report which included Membership Dues, Expenses, and Proposed Expenses for the current season.

Membership/Recruiting:  Joyce Cavarozzi will be sending reminder letters that 2009/2010 Partnership Dues are due beginning May 1, 2009.  Joyce emphasized that personal contact is the best recruiting tool the Partners have.

Old Business:


KCACTF Geography:  The reorganization of KCACTF Regions has implications for the Partner’s Regional Representatives.  After discussion it was decided that Lin Conaway will remain with Region III even though Ohio is now part of Region II.  Katie Robinson will join Bob Kauffman as c0-chairs of the expanded Region II.  The remaining regions will retain their current NAPAT representatives although the geography in each has changed somewhat. 

Jeff Koep agreed to approach Mark Charney about becoming a dues paying member of NAPAT.  If he is unable to fulfill this Partner obligation, Deborah Anderson has been recommended as a potential new Region IV chair.
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New Business:


ATHE Affiliation:  Jim Hatfield provided details about the ATHE Conference to be held in New York City August 9 – 12, 2009.  The hotel is the Marriott Marquis and information may be found on the ATHE website.

NAPAT will present a panel about the organization between 3:30 and 5:00pm on Tuesday, August 11.  Panel members will be Jere Wade, Andy Gibbs, Jeff Koep and Katie Robinson.  There was discussion of hosting a KCACTF alumni reception following the panel but there were questions of the expense and logistics of trying to hold such an event at the hotel.  It was suggested that a no-host event might be held across the street at Sardi’s.  Jere Wade is going to check on arrangements with Sardi’s, and Lin Conway agreed to design a simple invitation that could be distributed at the conference.

The NAPAT Board meeting will be scheduled for the morning of August 11.
(At this point the Board adjourned for the tour of Ford’s Theatre, the re-convened over lunch at Marshall’s at 1:30pm.

NAPAT Playwriting Award:  There was discussion about adding a playwriting award to NAPAT’s awards.  Partner Sean Clark had proposed a workshop and development situation for a student playwright.  Jeff Koep came up with the following outline:  A playwriting conference at UNLV in cooperation with NAPAT.   Playwriting and the Transition to Writing for Media.  Sean would organize using past ACTF writers and teachers.  Idea is limit to 12 students, 1 week, 11 pay, the 12th is our winner.  Jeff Koep will work with Sean Clark on details of this proposal and report back in August.

Bonnie Nelson Schwartz proposed a residency at Chautauqua where the winning writer would have a play work-shopped and read.  

There was also discussion an association with the New Harmony playwriting program.  Partner John David Lutz indicated the cost for student attendance would be about $2500.


New Officers:  Jeff Koep passed the gavel to Jere Wade as new NAPAT Chair.  Ginny Quinley will replace Wade as Secretary, Jeff Koep will continue on the Board as Past Chair, and Elaine Foster Perry will assume the new title of NAPAT Archivist.

The Board expressed its deep appreciation to Jeff for his leadership and guidance; not to mention his indefatigable devotion to research.
