     The Shaw Festival, located at Niagara-on-the-Lake, Ontario, Canada is joining the National Partners in sponsoring the NAPAT Classical Acting Award presented annually at the KCACTF National Festival.  The award includes a 2-3 week Internship at the Shaw Festival pro-viding the opportunity to see Festival productions, attend rehearsals, and work directly with the directors, fight-choreographers, etc.  The student winner will also receive a stipend to cover transportation, housing and meals.  


     The Shaw Festival was founded in 1962 by Niagara area lawyer and playwright Brian Doherty and over the years has gained a reputation for provocative and subtle ensemble acting and innovative theatrical design.   The Shaw Festival is the only theatre in the world that specializes exclusively in plays by Bernard Shaw and his contemporaries, and in plays about the period of Shaw's lifetime.   It has a permanent company of some seventy professional actors, and a staff of more than thirty directors, designers, and musical directors.      NAPAT is most grateful to Partner David Young who made the initial contacts with Shaw Festival Executive Director Colleen Blake and Artistic Director Jackie Maxwell and helped negotiate this exciting new partnership.  It is anticipated that Artistic Director Maxwell will join the NAPAT judges in selecting the winning student at the KCACTF Festival in April. 


     The Classical Acting Award winner will be selected from among the participants in the Irene Ryan Scenes presented  in Washington D.C. on Saturday, April 18, 2009. For pur-poses of this award classical selections are defined as dramatic material written prior to the 20th century.

A LETTER FROM NEW PARTNER SEAN CLARK





    When I arrived in Washington for my first visit as a member of NAPAT it was at the end of a long day that started in a classroom, then airports, changing planes rush hour traffic in D.C. and finally, of course, a belated happy hour and dinner with some familiar faces and many new ones.  Prior to going out for the last part of the fore-mentioned agenda, I threw my bags in my hotel room without much thought.  When I returned, however, I looked around the room and a realization swept over me that had nothing and every-thing to do with the colleagues I had been celebrating with only a short time before.


   It took a moment, but it was the configuration of the room that first tickled my memory. I checked the view from my window, went back out to the elevators, down to the lobby and onto the sidewalk.  I asked someone:  yes, the Kennedy Center was to my right.  I was in the same hotel, on the same floor, for all I know – the same room, as I had been twenty-four years ago when I came with a production of my play, Eleven-Zulu, for the American College Theatre Festival.  I should have realized all that much sooner than I did, for after that few days in Washington, all those years ago, my life was never the same.


    I was an Army veteran walking uneasily across the University of Missouri campus, unsure of how comfortable I was going to be will all these college kids, when I was approached and asked to audition for the role of a soldier in a play. I read for six plays that night and was cast in five of them.  Acting led to every possible job one can have in the theatre except one:  playwright.  The day I sat down and began writing my first play, I realized that everything else was leading me to that.  Eleven-Zulu was my first attempt at a full-length script and it wound up at the Kennedy Center in the ACTF.   


  Since that spring more than a couple of decades ago there have been workshops, productions, readings, agents, an advanced degree, several television series, feature movie options and scripts, and a challenging new career in academia. All of this was directly linked to a group of people whose names I don’t remember except they were taking time away from their jobs and families to adjudicate a student play. 


   I am grateful for my friend and colleague, Jeff Koep, bringing me into NAPAT. Much as I was made to feel a part of a greater “theatre community” on that spring night twenty-four years ago.  I feel that my respon-sibility, as a part of NAPAT, is to be a part of finding those most deserving, with talent in our field, and providing the opportunity for them to change their lives much the way mine was changed.

TRAVELS TO KOREA





    Thomas Charles LeGallery, the National NAPAT Design Excellence award winner for 2008 recently completed his expense paid trip to Seoul and the Korean National University of the Arts.  In October Thomas traveled to Korea where he attended theatres, performances, design and traditional arts classes, and a variety design studios in the Seoul area.  He was accompanied by Partner Lin Conaway of Miami University.  Professor Conaway serves on the NAPAT Board and, along with Professor D. Andrew Gibbs of the University of Arkansas, selected the winning design and designer at the 2008 National KCACTF Festival in Washington.  Ms Conaway has been the Partner’s principal contact with KNUA and helped initiate this award.


    Mr. LeGallery is a student at Southern Methodist University and presented costume designs for Chekhov’s The Seagull at the National Festival.  LeGallery also received the NAPAT Regional Award for Design in Region VI.

NEWS FROM THE NAPAT BOARD:


    Members of the NAPAT Board held their annual Fall meet-ings in San Francisco and Sonoma, California, October 16-18, 2009.  Hosted by Partners Donn Finn and Jere Wade the sessions focused on three principal areas:


    The Shaw Festival:  (See article on page 1 of this News-letter.)  Following a very successful five year partnership with the London Academy of Music and Dramatic Art (LAMDA) as cosponsor of NAPAT’s National Classical Acting Award, the London Academy decided not to continue its participation due to economic considerations.  At its April 2008 meeting the NAPAT Board agreed to aggressively seek a new partner/co-sponsor. A number of proposals were explored, and following the very diligent efforts by David Young, Canada’s Shaw Festival has agreed to join us in sponsoring this award. The Board unanimously endorsed this new partnership. 


    ATHE:  Following a presentation by ATHE representative Jim Hatfield the Board agreed to accept an affiliate relationship with ATHE and to hold next summer’s Board meeting in con-junction with the ATHE Conference at the Marriott Marquis in  New York City (August 2009.) NAPAT plans to present a panel at ATHE, and Jim Hatfield was elected ATHE Liaison to the NAPAT Board.  NAPAT will also host a reception for KCACTF alumni at the conference.


    April Conference:  Plans for the Washington NAPAT Conference in April were discussed.  NAPAT will again host a brunch honoring past contributors to ACTF and college theatre, and a special reception for the KCACTF Committee.


Other events were discussed including a Washington DC tour event, and a possible design reception.  Details with be forth-coming at the Regional Festivals and in spring mailings.


    At the suggestion of partner John Cauble the Board initiated discussions on sponsoring a playwriting award in the future.
