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NAPAT AWARD WINNERS 


HONORED IN WASHINGTON, D.C.





	The 2010 NAPAT National Awards were announced on the Kennedy Center stage during the April KCACTF National Festival in Washington:  


Excellence in Classical Acting


   The Classical Acting Award was presented to Jordan Brodess of the University of Oklahoma.  Selected at the Irene Ryan Auditions by Partners Katie Robinson and Clarence Gilyard, along with Shaw Festival representative Jerry Doiron, Jordan will attend a summer internship at the renowned Shaw Festival in Ontario-On-The Lake, Canada.  In cooperation with NAPAT the Shaw Festival will offer Jordan an expense paid four weeks in residence along with a training schedule that includes voice/dialect, Alexander technique, scene study (one Shaw play, one American classic), attendance at rehearsals and all ten of the Festival shows.  Jordan also received an Actor’s Theatre of Louisville Apprentice Scholarship at the KCACTF Festival.


Excellence in Theatre Design


   Lloyd Cracknell, who is completing his MFA in Costume Design at the U. of Oklahoma, was selected by Partner Judges Lin Conaway and Andy Gibbs as NAPAT”s Design Excellence winner for 2010.  Lloyd’s designs for the U. of Oklahoma production of Is He Dead? were on display at the Kennedy Center.  Lloyd will receive an expense-paid week at the Korean National U. of the Arts in Seoul, Korea during the Fall of 2010.  Accompanied by Lin Conaway he will visit theatre design and traditional arts classes, design studios, and attend various performances among other activities.  Lloyd Cracknell was also honored with the Region VI Barbizon Award for Costume Design and a NAPAT Regional Design award.  In addition to his pending MFA he holds an MA in Fashion Design from St Martin’s School of Art in London. 


Playwriting Excellence


   NAPAT’s first award for Playwriting Excellence was presented to Jaime Cruz who earned his BFA in theatre/playwriting from the U. of Wyoming.  Each of the eight KCACTF Regions submitted a student-written play for consideration and Partner Sean Clark – screenwriter and current head of Graduate Screenwriting at the U. of Nevada, Las Vegas – selected Mr. Cruz’ play CUARTO # CUARTO for this award.  A previous finalist for the John Cauble Award, Jaime will receive an expense-paid week at UNLV to attend Professor Clark’s Playwriting and Transition to the Screen seminar during June of this year.  In addition to Sean Clark the seminar will include screenwriters, playwrights and teachers with deep experience in theatre arts, television and feature motion pictures.  KCACTF and Artistic Director Gregg Henry graciously included Mr. Cruz in the playwriting activities at the National Festival this year.

ANNUAL NAPAT CONFERENCE


JERRY CRAWFORD HONORED AT BRUNCH





     The annual NAPAT Conference was held in Wash-ington. D.C. April 15 – 17 at the time of the KCACTF National Festival.  Among the highlights was the Honoree Brunch held at Marshall’s Bar & Grill - the unofficial NAPAT headquarters. This year’s honoree was Jerry L. Crawford, UNLV Professor Emeritus who was cited for long-time service to American theatre and for his passion and excellence as a playwright, critic, director and teacher.  It was deemed that a suitable roasting of Professor Crawford should be held before turning to more serious matters, whereupon former students and colleagues - including John Cauble, Sean Clark, Julie Jensen, Jeff Koep and Jack Wright - “warmed” to the occasion.  In addition, remarks from absent friends including Terry Miller, Sam Smiley and Ron Willis were read to an assemblage of thirty to forty guests.  There is not space to include these remarks, but nearly all made reference to Crawford’s loquaciousness and his inexplicable love for the Cleveland Indians.  Following the roast Prof. Crawford was presented with a NAPAT Resolution bestowing upon him the title of Emeritus Partner of American Theatre – as long as he pays his dues, an art-glass sculpture, and the famed “diamond-studded” NAPAT lapel pin.     Through the efforts of former NAPAT Chair Jeff Koep another Conference highlight was a “backstage” tour of the Popular Culture collection of the Smithsonian’s American History Museum.  Conducted by curator Dwight Bowers, a group of two-dozen Partners were led along narrow halls lined with storage cabinets.  Mr. Bowers would pause to open selected cabinets revealing show-business treasures not yet on public display due to lack of exhibition space.  Among these treasures were the Lone Ranger’s mask, Charlie McCarthy, the Scarecrow’s hat from The Wizard of Oz, gowns worn by Carol Channing, Ginger Rogers, and Ann Miller, gypsy robes from Broadway shows, Howdy Doody and much more.


     On Friday evening more than forty members of the KCACTF National Committee joined the Partners for its traditional reception held on the patio-deck of the Washington Suites Hotel.  It was a lovely afternoon and the rain held off until just as the event ended. 


     Registrants also attended the Irene Ryan Scenes and had the opportunity to view the KCACTF Student Design Exhibits.  NAPAT Award winners were selected at these events and a separate article on these awards and the new Playwriting award is on page 1 of this Newsletter.

NAPAT BOARD NEWS


	The NAPAT Board met during the Conference in Washington D.C. and addressed the following items:


	ATHE Affiliation – NAPAT’s affiliation with ATHE is now official.  Among the benefits are access to ATHE list serves and the opportunity to present up to two panels at ATHE’s Annual Conference.  The upcoming ATHE Conference will be held in New York City – August 9 to 12 – at the Marriott Marquis Hotel.  Members of the NAPAT Board will present a panel Introducing the National Partners from 3:30 to 5:00 pm on Tuesday, August 11th.  The panel will discuss NAPAT history, organization and awards.  Following the presentation we hope to gather those in attendance along with Partners and KCACTF alumni for a no-host reception at a nearby venue.  The Partners thank Board member James Hatfield for his assistance in bringing the affiliation about.


	KCACTF Geography – KCACTF has modified the geography of its eight Regions in an attempt to bring better balance in terms of entries and festival attendance.  This reorganization went into effect for the 2009 Festival-42 year. A map and other details may be found at kcactf.org.   After a review it was determined that the NAPAT Regional Representatives would remain with their currently assigned regions.  Katie Robinson will join Bob Kauffman as co-representative for the expanded Region II.  Deborah Anderson will become the new Region IV NAPAT representative.


	NAPAT Playwriting Award – NAPAT is considering adding a playwriting award.  A number of possibilities were discussed and details of funding remain to be worked out.  Among the possibilities are a playwriting seminar/work-shop sponsored in cooperation with UNLV.  Bonnie Nelson Schwartz proposed a residency at Chautauqua where a winning playwright could have a play work-shopped and read.  An affiliation with the New Harmony playwriting program was also discussed.  Jeff Koep is going to explore these possibilities and work on details to be presented at the next Board meeting.


	NAPAT Officers – Jeff Koep, NAPAT Chair since 2003, has decided to step down. He will remain a Board officer as immediate Past-Chair.  The Board commended Jeff for his leadership and imagination in bringing the organization to the strong position it enjoys today.  Jere Wade will become the new Chair, Ginny Quinley will become Secretary, and Elaine Perry will move from Past-Chair to NAPAT Archivist.


	The next Board meeting will be held in August at the time of the ATHE Conference in New York.

NAPAT BOARD:  The NAPA Board met in Washington, D.C. on Friday, April 16, 2010.  Officer’s reports were received and following discussion the Board voted unanimously to change the membership year from its current structure to a Calendar Year beginning each January 1 and ending on December 31 of the same year.  The current practice of using May 1 through April 30 of the following year has caused confusion as to when dues should be paid.  Until now many Partners paid dues at the time of Conference Registration in February although the new membership year didn’t kick in until May 1.
