Partner Jerry Crawford presented John and spoke of his many contributions to the playwriting programs of KCACTF.  NAPAT Chair Jeff Koep read a proclamation bestowing upon John the honorary title of Emeritus Partner of American Theatre.  The full proclamation is printed on p. 2 of this Newsletter.  Also honored on this occasion were Fay and Michael Kanin for their many contributions to American Theatre and in particular for their work in bridging the gap between professional and academic theatre.  John Cauble spoke warmly of the Kanins and their relationship to KCACTF programs, and Chair Koep read a second proclamation bestowing the titles Emeritus Partners American Theatre to Fay and Michael.  (Again, this proclamation may be found on p. 2.)  NAPAT also presented John and Fay with art glass sculptures as tokens of its friendship and respect.


   In an effort to expand the D.C. Conference experience for attendees a new event was added to the activities this year.  Partner Bonnie Nelson Schwartz arranged for a private tour of the Shakespeare Theatre at the New Harman Center for the Arts in downtown Washington. NAPAT SEEKS NEW PARTNER 


FOR NATIONAL CLASSICAL ACTING AWARD


    Following a very successful five-year partnership with NAPAT the London Academy of Music and Dramatic Art has decided to end its relationship with the National Partners.  The falling value of the dollar against the British pound, LAMDA’s increasing commitments at home, and the high cost of trans-Atlantic airfare have combined to make continued co-sponsorship of this award financially untenable.  From 2003 through 2007 winners of the NAPAT/LAMDA National Classical Acting Award received an all-expense paid trip to attend LAMDA’s summer training programs and the recipients have been most enthusiastic about their classes and the London experience.


    The NAPAT Board did not have time to develop a new partnership before the 2008 National KCACTF Festival, and this year’s awardee received a $2500 cash grant to assist in furthering his theatre training.


    During its April meetings the NAPAT Board spent the majority of its time discussing the Classical Acting Award and strategies for locating a new co-sponsor. NAPAT is committed to providing a quality summer training opportunity with this award, and a list of prospective programs was compiled. A Board committee was formed to make contacts and begin exploring possible future relationships.  For the moment the list is confined to programs in the United States and Canada in the hopes of keeping related travel expenses to a minimum.  It is the Board’s sincere desire to identify a new partner and have a co-sponsor for the Classical Acting Award in place by the time of the 2009 KCACTF Festival.  The Board Committee is expected to report by September 1, and the full Board will consider the options during its fall meetings.  The committee would welcome suggestions from the NAPAT membership.
