A LETTER FROM NAPAT CHAIR JEFF KOEP





	Friends - Jere Wade suggested I have a photo with me in an Uncle Sam style costume and pointing a finger saying: “We want you!”  I couldn’t find the costume, or photographer, but the sentiment is the same, with a slight twist:  “WE NEED YOU—AND YOUR FRIENDS”!  NAPAT has been modestly successful due to you.  We accepted the Kennedy Center challenge a few years ago when a group of past regional Chairs, Exec Committee Members, and ACTF supporters complained that there was no longer a reward for students who could handle the classics.  Some of you may remember that awards for comedy, etc. seemed to dominate the Ryan Awards.  So, we, NAPAT (before we were officially formed) accepted that challenge creating and funding the “Classical Acting Awards”.


	WE, meaning YOU, fund and support that award which is presented annually at the KCACTF National Festival.  Never satisfied, WE, started Regional Classical Acting Awards where none existed, and where they existed funded awards for design or playwriting.  This year we expanded offering a National Design Award that supports a Design student’s travel to spend time at the Korean National University of the Arts (KNUA).  It is a terrific award and we will report on the student’s experience when she returns.


	However, with all the awards, we need your help—again.  There are a few ways to assist NAPAT in our mission.  One is making sure you are a full member and your dues are up to date.  Another is adding a little extra that can assist us in helping students.  The third, and perhaps most important is enlisting memberships from persons who should be members.
