Kelli Crump – NAPAT’s 2007 National Classical Acting Award Winner





Dear NAPAT,                                                                                                                


	Never, in my life, did I think I would have the opportunity to travel outside of the United States. I have never traveled over an ocean to get somewhere. This experience has truly been a dream. A fantastic dream that would not have come true if not for the vision and generosity of the members of NAPAT. I thank you for caring about the future of the American Theatre, the future Artists of American Theatre and our education. I learned so much about theatre, culture, music, food, and English life in 4 incredible life changing weeks. 


	The classes I took at LAMDA were remarkable! All of my professors were very knowledgeable and experienced with Shakespeare and his text. There was no fear of Shakespeare. They taught us how to feel comfortable with the language just as if we were working on Williams, O’Neill, Wasserstein, or Wilson (both August and Langford). Once I learned not to fear Shakespeare, I learned so much more about him. I understand the emotional journey of characters like the Nurse of Romeo and Juliet and Constance in King John. True, he wrote some female characters that don’t seem the strongest at first glance, but after analyzing them and reading their words, I can’t wait to tell their stories on stage. The Voice, Movement, Speech, and Stage Combat classes were focused more on the skills needed for Shakespearian performance.

  Wonderful people. Warm, intelligent, funny, curious, and very friendly. During my entire stay I was welcomed with open arms, and - in the case of the children - considered a pleasant oddity who could be bombarded with questions about America. And the students who were my escorts became my friends, as they squired me around Seoul from temples to shopping!


  Wonderful university. The KNUA is an amazing school where the multi-cultural student population has the opportunity to work with, and learn from, an amazingly talented and diverse faculty in a state of the art facility. From the multiple rehearsal spaces and black-box theatres, to the two performance spaces and the Zen garden, it is a theatre student’s dream university! In truth, I would love to study there myself.


  Wonderful city. Seoul is a fascinating city, from the high-rise modern skyscrapers, juxtaposed with 1000-year old temples, to the Seoul Art Center which encompasses music, art, dance, theatre, traditional arts, and museums in a beautiful new complex that terrace’s up the side of a hill. And with a population that is dedicated not just to supporting the arts, but to participating in them. While in Seoul I saw an American play performed in Korean, 2 traditional arts productions, and a Russian troupe speaking Russian, with Korean sub-titles! An amazing experience!


  Wonderful trip. There are no words to describe the many wonderful memories that I have of my trip. I met students from Korea, Vietnam and Scotland; and visited with Dr. Kim, Dean of the university, Prof. Park, and Dr Un Oc Min, all who were more than gracious and made my stay interest-ing and exciting. 	In addition to class work, we were able to visit and saw amazing places around the United Kingdom. We went to the Open Air Theatre in Regent’s Park in Westminster where we saw a production of A Midsummer Night’s Dream. As well as, a performance of Enchantment at The National Theatre in London. We also saw The Merchant of Venice at The Globe. THE GLOBE! I have only read about it in my theatre history classes. Standing in the “poor” pit leaning against the stage watching a performance in the elements at the Globe will forever be etched in my memories. I just stood there and turned around in a circle to take in every inch of that historic place. It was mind-blowing. We also took a 3-day trip to Stratford-upon-Avon! We saw an inspiring performance of Henry IV parts I and II by the Royal Shakespeare Company. It was raw and gritty. It got the audience engaged in the event onstage. The characters were so full and complete; you actually found yourself caring about what happened to these people and their lives. Of course the fight scenes were awesome. People climbed down to the stage from ropes that fell from the catwalk grid above, doorways opened in the floor for characters to enter and exit and there were little to no set pieces used, only necessary props. I realized how great Shakespeare can be with out the big sets and costumes. All you need are actors who know how to act well and work as an ensemble and the rest takes care of itself.  


	I had little difficulty adapting to English life. It seemed less stressful and calmer. I repeatedly heard people saying, “No Worries!”  It was refreshing. Instead of feeling like there wasn’t enough time to do anything, it felt like you had enough time to accomplish what you needed to do. People didn’t seem to be running to get from place to place. As I walked the streets of Fulham-Broadway, where I lived, strangers smiled and made eye contact. I wasn’t invisible. I was just another person in this world. I saw so many different types of people walking, eating, dancing, drinking, and talking together. Large groups of high school students out at night seeing theatre. There seems to be a different appreciation of the Arts taught to children over there. Cell phones didn’t go off in the middle of productions. I saw groups of young people hanging out with there friends at the theatre! Not just the mall or only at the movies, but they dressed up and went to see theatre. I couldn’t help but sit and smile. 


	When I returned from London, I moved from Michigan straight to Denver, Colorado were I am in my 1st year as a MFA actor at The National Theatre Conservatory. Everything I learned at LAMDA I have brought with me to Denver to apply to my studies here. I could never find the right words to adequately express my gratitude and appreciation to NAPAT and LAMDA for the life changing experiences and knowledge I gained during my summer abroad. I hope you will continue to make this dream possible for another lucky Irene Ryan Finalist.
