	 Theatre Majors currently enrolled with a minimum 2.5 grade point average
	 Dance Majors currently enrolled with a minimum 2.5 grade point average

	 • Talent Grants are available to incoming freshmen, regardless of major or minor.
	 • Scholarships are available to enrolled theatre or dance majors or minors.
	 • All recipients must be enrolled in a minimum of 12 hours and must participate in at least three 
	   Mainstage (or equivalent) productions per year.  Awards are subject to semesterly review.

AUDITIONS AND TECHNICAL INTERVIEWS
	 The office of the Chair will assemble the appropriate faculty upon receipt of the application form. 
            If an audition cannot be arranged, applicants may send a video tape audition (specifics that must 
            be included to be arranged).  After all of the candidates have been screened, the applicant will be 
	 informed, by letter or e-mail, of the decision.

	 Actors*: Prepare two contrasting pieces, one dramatic and one comedic, of 1-1/2 minutes each
	 plus a cutting of a song (if you are a singer, you may prepare a cutting from two songs—one ballad,
	 one uptempo); bring your own accompaniment tape or CD.  Auditions must be memorized and 
	 designed to demonstrate acting skills/potential.

	 Dancers: You are required to attend an audition at the beginning of the academic year.  This will 
            consist of a modern dance-based technique class that will include improvisation.

	 Designers/Technicians*: You will be interviewed by our staff.  You may bring samples 
	 or photographs of your previous work.

	 All Applicants: You should bring a current picture and resume (list of all theatrical and relevant
	 experience).  Auditions/interviews will be at a mutually agreed upon time.

The
            first round of auditions will be held on Friday, March 5, 2010.
