Currently, membership is down. Since the beginning of the 
pandemic, recruitment of new members was challenging. Our 
community has historically hovered around 500+ members; 
we are currently at 350+. Student leaders on IFC and PHC 
are working diligently to change direction and discover new 
opportunities to connect with incoming Mavericks. This will 
impact marketing, outreach, and innovation. Chapters this 
summer will need to focus on prospective new members. One 
blessing is Orientation will return to select in-person events. 
Making recruitment a priority will benefit chapters moving 
forward. This effort will take leadership and engagement from 
the entire Fraternity and Sorority Community, particularly when 

classes resume in August 2022. While membership may take a 
few years to rebuild, Fraternity and Sorority Life is committed to 
the charge. 

Mavericks take pride in being student-centered. A heart-felt 
appreciation goes out to student leadership during Covid-19. 
They have whole-heartedly embraced change and pivoted with 
us as Fraternity and Sorority Life became more creative in finding 
solutions to ever-changing situations. We are excited to rise to the 
challenge and prepare for a post-Covid campus this summer and 
into the next academic year.
