Students interested in osteopathic medicine will find that majoring in Biomedical Sciences or Biochemisiry will
provide them with appropriate undergraduate fraining. The Medical College Admissions Test (MCAT] is required for all applicants to colleges of osteopathic medicine
and surgery. Since admissions requirements vary, students should consult their advisor.
