> This winter we lost a longtime supporter and bygone-era
genfleman, Comelius Votca.

Program, established a bicycledoan program for
infernationals.

> Jackson Wu, an ‘83 alumnus from Taiwan, received
a Minnesofa State Mankato Distinguished Alumni
Achievement Award last spring. The awards are
presented to graduates “who have achieved high rank
or honor in their professions, have a widespread effect
on their communities, and are recognized for their
achievements over the course of their careers”.

> |SSS Director Tom Giersvig was invited fo a twoweek
Fulbright International Education Administrators Seminar
in South Korea. Participants saw various institutions of
higher learning and discussed the particular needs of
Korean students who come here. They also explored the
increased services in Korea for study abroad students.

> ISSS continues to be acknowledged by the U.S.
